GUIDELINES FOR MASS INTENTIONS
Universal Church discipline in canons 945 – 958 of the 1983 Code of Canon Law strictly
regulates the offerings made for the celebration of Mass.

a.

A Mass intention may be requested for a Mass for: a deceased loved one; a living person who
is sick or suffering; a living person who is celebrating a birthday, anniversary or other special
moment in their life; in thanksgiving to God (including our Lord Jesus or the Holy Spirit); in
thanksgiving for a prayer from a Blessed or a Saint; or for a special prayer intention (so long
as the intention does not contradict Church teaching).

b.

A Mass intention cannot be requested for a prayer intention that contradicts Catholic moral
doctrine, and such requests will not be accepted.

c.

Please note that Mass intentions may be requested for Sundays and most weekdays
throughout the year. Mass intentions will not be accepted for the Easter Triduum, Christmas,
All Saints, All Souls, Feast of Assumption and the feast of the Immaculate Conception. Also,
note that one Mass every Sunday and on Holy Days of Obligation must be offered for the
people of the Parish (the Pro Populo Mass), as required by Canon Law.

d.

Requests for particular Masses will usually be granted on or as close to the requested date
and time as possible. If it is not possible to grant the requested date and Mass time, the next
closest date and time will be scheduled. Our Office Administrator will communicate with
person requesting for Mass intention.
